Many 
of life's big questions are answered 
through a series of discussions be-
tween Morrie, the teacher, and his stu-
dent, Mitch.   Throughout the week in 
April, libraries and churches will host 

one or more discussions that will 
be open to the public.   Addition-
ally, the committee encourages 
smaller groups of friends and 
neighbors to gather to share 
opinions on this book.  The li-
brary has several copies of the 

book and also has the work available 
in both audiocassette and video for-
mats. Border's Books in McHenry will 
have discounted paperback copies of 
the book available to those who want 
to purchase their own copy.
